The program is designed to nurture and support
youth in developing innovative solutions, initiatives, and projects that prioritize the needs, concerns, and
aspirations of citizens and communities. Through workshops and training with experts, candidates will have the
opportunity to contribute to citizen-centric governance, social change, and community development through
developing innovative ideas during Hackathons. Ten best prototypes of ideas and solutions that are in line with
citizen-centric governance principles will be selected for showcasing and possibly applied at the local level.

1. Qualification

Age 18-29.

Interested in innovative technology with ideas on collaborative governance between citizens and
local administrative organizations in our eight target provinces: Pattani, Yala, Narathiwat,
Songkhla, Chiang Rai, Nan, Sakon Nakhon, and Ubon Ratchathani.

Interested in innovations and technology regarding the creation of a citizen-centric society.

Has background knowledge of and/or lives in the target provinces.

Able to participate in activities throughout the program.

Able to travel extensively to all eight target provinces to participate in program activities.

2. Program Timeline

Application opens from February 28 — March 8, 2024.

Selection results will be announced on March 18, 2024.

Workshops in the target provinces (two days each) around April 22 — May 15, 2024: The selected
candidates from each target area join the workshop in their target province.

15t Hackathon in Bangkok around the fourth week of May 2024.

2" Hackathon in Bangkok around the third week of June 2024 with an announcement of ten
winners.
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e All ten winners submit the prototypes of their selected ideas on the innovations that amplify
citizen voices in local governance by July 31, 2024.
